Introduction

To comply with State regulations, Cowlesville Water System annually issues a report describing the quality of your drinking water.  The purpose of this report is to raise your understanding of drinking water and awareness of the need to protect our drinking water sources.  This report provides an overview of last year’s water quality.  Included are details about where your water comes from, what it contains, and how it compares to State standards.

Where does our water come from?

In general, the sources of drinking water (both tap water and bottled water) include rivers, lakes, streams, ponds, reservoirs, springs, and wells.  As water travels over the surface of the land or through the ground, it dissolves naturally occurring minerals and, in some cases, radioactive material, and can pick up substances resulting from the presence of animals or from human activities.  Contaminants that may be present in source water include: microbial contaminants; inorganic contaminants; pesticides and herbicides; organic chemical contaminants; and radioactive contaminants.  In order to ensure that tap water is safe to drink, the State and the EPA prescribe regulations which limit the amount of certain contaminants in water provided by public water systems.  The State Health Department’s and the FDA’s regulations establish limits for contaminants in bottled water which must provide the same protection for public health.

Our water is provided by the Erie County Water Authority (Public Water Supply #NY1400443)    Attached you may find the 2010 Annual Drinking Water Quality Report for the Erie County Water Authority.  Our water system serves approximately 300 people through 84 connections.  . The daily average of water used was 21,769 gallons per day.  The total water purchased was 7,946,000 gallons.
As the State regulations require, the Erie County Water Authority routinely tests your drinking water for numerous contaminants. These contaminants include: total coliform, turbidity, inorganic compounds, nitrate, nitrite, lead and copper, volatile organic compounds, total trihalomethanes, and synthetic organic compounds.  A listing of detected contaminants can be found within the attached Erie County Report.
2011 Construction:  In May, construction will be done to install a new meter vault to allow connection to the new Marilla Water District on Clinton Street.  This work will allow us to loop the system to improve water flow – both quality and quantity improvements.  It may still be a few months before the actual connection to Marilla is completed, as we will wait until their system is complete and tested for quality.  At that point, we will be performing the annual flushing of our hydrant system and then placing the hydrants into operation.  Our contractor will also be installing a test site on Bullis Road for the System Operator to use for quality tests. 
Water System Operator:  The Town is accepting applications/letters of interest from individuals interested in a part-time position of Water System Operator.  We require either a Class D License or someone interested in receiving the training for the license and then to serve a one-year internship under a licensed operator.
